Guidance Notes 

1. Student Registrations

All students must be registered with the RICTAT Administrator before commencement of any training.

Details to be submitted to include the following

· Name of Student

· Postal Address for Student

· Telephone number for Student

· Email Address for Student

Upon receipt of this information the RICTAT Administrator will contact the Student directly welcoming them to RICTAT and issue a student registration number, the trainer will be copied into this email.  This number will remain the same once the student transfers to full membership of RICTAT.

2. Anatomy and Physiology
If the student has NVQ Level 4 or 5 Anatomy and Physiology or are a doctor, nurse, paramedic etc. then they do not need to undertake RICTAT’s Self Study Course.  However, we do need evidence that they have the pre-requisite qualification and a copy of their certificate shall be held on their student training file and passed onto the RICTAT Administrator prior to the commencement of any practical training.
If the student does not have the pre-requisite qualification then they must undertake the RICTAT Anatomy and Physiology Self Study Module. The pass rate for this is 80%
If the student has the pre-requisite qualification, we do need them to sit the RICTAT A&P Pre-Test which is a closed book exam and the pass rate is 80%

3. Extended Questions and Pre-Practical Training Interview
All students must complete the extended questions prior to commencement of any practical training.  Tutors must also conduct a pre-practical training interview either face to face or over the phone with the student to discuss their aims and expectations and agree a date for the practical training to commence.  This must be submitted to RICTAT prior to the commencement of any practical training.  

4. Practical Training
The course undertaken will be based on the RICTAT Foundation Training Manual and the Core Curriculum.

Upon completion of the practical training the students will sit the RICTAT Approved Final Examination which will be closed book.  The pass rate for this examination 80%.
The student is then required to submit 10 case studies – the paperwork should include the following
· RICTAT Case Study Form

· Medical History Form of the client treated

· Client Treatment Observation Form

The student must have treated the client and cannot be an observer to the treatment.  A minimum of 10 case studies must be completed during the Practice Period. The written-up case studies must include a series of treatments on 10 different individuals (Core Curriculum). A further 5 case studies will be submitted by the student, these will be done independently of the Observer.
5. Final Certification

On completion of all studies the tutor will submit to the RICTAT Administrator the following documentation for verification and certification:

· RICTAT Foundation Training Examination as per the Core Curriculum
· 15 case studies from the student as detailed above as per the Core Curriculum, (10 Observed and 5 independently undertaken) these must have been undertaken by the Student and not as an observer.
· Tutor Observation notes from no less than 10 treatments undertaken by the student as per the Core Curriculum.
Upon receipt of this documentation, it will very reviewed and sent for independent verification.  Upon receipt of the report a certificate of completion of studies will be issued to the student and feedback if appropriate to the Tutor.
